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What Are Choices For Television? 
 
Many changes in the cable TV industry leave people  
wondering ñwhat are my options for watching television?ò 
 
Antenna:  For free service it just takes a set of rabbit ears  
for your television or an antenna on top of your house to  
pull in digital signals from local channels such as ABC, CBS  
and NBC.  Many of these also have additional channels  
associated with them such as weather or retro programming. 
The number of channels you can find in this area depends  
on the strength and location of the antenna.  Old television sets may require a digital converter box 
and newer sets have the capability built into the television.  The latest industry buzz is the fact that 
you can get these channels for free; however, if a provider such as Webster-Calhoun wants to 
include these channels within their cable TV package the provider must pay a fee to include them.  
This is also known as a retransmission agreement fee. 
 
Satellite Providers:  There are many commercials on television these days promoting Dish 
Network and DirectTV. These systems require a time commitment and a satellite dish on your 
house or in your yard that has a direct line of sight to the sky. This service requires set top boxes for 
each television you wish to have the service on. 
 
Co-Ax Cable TV:  This service is currently offered by Webster-Calhoun within the towns of 
Farnhamville, Gowrie, Paton and Churdan.  Analog service is provided on an old co-axial cable 
network that is wired throughout the towns and in your home.  This service will eventually be 
phased out during the transition to IPTV Video.  This type of service and wiring is also similar to 
what Mediacom offers within the towns of Moorland, Clare and Barnum and many other local 
providers. 
 
Webster-Calhoun IPTV Video:  This service is getting closer to being offered to all customers 
throughout our serving area.  This service will be provisioned through the Fiber to the Home and will 
require a set top box for each television you wish to see the service on.  On screen guide 
information will tell you what programming will be for almost 200 channels (including high definition 
and music channels)! 
 
Internet:  Did you know you can watch some of your favorite television shows on the web?  Check 
out your favorite networkôs website.  Some televisions are now equipped to connect to the Internet 
and download movies from Net Flix and other sites.
